12 Step Action Plan

1 PERFORM CD4

Perform CD4 to assess
eligibility for advanced disease package of care.

2 GCO-TRIMOXAZOLE

Provide Co-trimoxazole if
clinically unwell.

3 TB SCREEN

If TB screen is negative,
TB Preventive Treatment (TPT) may be provided if
appropriate.

4 TEMPORARY CHANGES

Work promptly and closely with national governments to
effect temporary changes in policy.

9 ESSENTIAL SERVICES '

Ensure uninterrupted essential ‘

HIV services to children, adolescents, pregnant and
breastfeeding women and adults.

6 MINIMISE INTERACTIONS

Minimise clients’ interactions
with health care facilities and health care workers.

I CGLIENTS ON ART

Count clients on ART towards
TX_CURR* if medication is not more than 28 days from
ending.

§ LAST DELIVERY DATE
Base this on last
delivery date of ARV medication.
