The two-day meeting on migrant and mobile population rights and health will bring together government,
private sector, civil society, migrant leaders and other partners and stakeholders for a regional stock-
taking of information generated by Legal Environment Assessments (LEA) processes, including under
those implemented by CVC/COIN, as well as learning from previous work in support of migrant rights
completed under Round 9 and the PANCAP/GIZ migrants project. Key outputs will lead to the
development of a regional framework for strengthening the inclusion of migrant populations in the
regional and national responses, and agreement on partnership approaches to support regional and
national-level implementation of these approaches. The overall outcome of the Forum is to guide the
development of a “regional rights-based framework to increase the access of migrants and mobile
populations to HIV prevention, care, support and treatment”.

OBIJECTIVES:
The objectives of the Consultation are to:

= Review lessons learned from previous work in the region in support of migrant rights completed
under the PANCAP Global Fund Round 9 and the PANCAP/GIZ migrants project;

= |dentify existing and potential gaps in securing and expanding access to migrant and mobile
populations to HIV and other health services;

= Discuss and agree on priority issues and approaches to strengthen the access to health by migrant
populations within the context of securing the right to health; and

= Discuss and agree on elements of a regional rights-based framework including partnership
approaches to support regional and national-level implementation.
